Longbranch Stables Barn Rules


1.
No smoking or drinking of alcoholic beverages allowed on property associated with stables.

2.
Leave barn like it was when you got there. If gate was closed, close it. If light was off, turn if off once you are finished.

3.
If you put your horse in a stall for any reason, clean and remove any waste you or your horse put there. Keep the aisle way clean, remove any waste properly that you or your horse put there.

4.
Once finished in barn, please sweep out toward back of barn. Remember your boots and your horse's hooves probably brought dirt/mud.

5.
Please use only your tack and no one else's unless you have permission from the owner. It is recommended that you make an updated inventory sheet of all the tack you own.

6.
Any tack left out or not put away properly will be picked up by the tack fairy. First offense: when you ask for it, your tack, it will be returned free. After this there will be a $5 charge each time it is picked up. If you are caught more than once not cleaning up after yourself or your horse, you will be charged a $25 cleaning fee.

7.
No young children left unattended: this means if you are riding do not leave child unattended to watch you ride. No young children in stalls or pastures with horses unless and adult or instructor is present. This is for the safety of the children and the horses.

8.
Please do not move or handle horses that do not belong to you unless you have specific permission and instructions from the owner on file with “Stables Owner”

9.
Do not climb on fences or gates, go through them. Big pasture go through side gate. Do not move or unhook round pen panels.

10.
Please use good riding ethic when riding in arena with others. Be aware and cautious when there are novice riders or green horses. Give right away and politely point out and dangerous behaviors. If passing in opposite directions past left shoulder to left shoulder

11.
Tie your horse in designated areas only: in stall, cross ties, etc. Do not tie to mounting platform, round pen panels or fence rails. Never tie with reins.

12.
Riders under 18 years of age must wear an ASTM certified riding helmet when riding. Any riders jumping their horse must also wear a helmet. It is STRONGLY recommended that all riders where helmets when mounted.


13.
No running or yelling in barn or outside area. This could spook horses and put others in danger.

14.
If you bring any guest out, they are not allowed in stalls or pastures with horses. You may bring your horse out to a safe and open area for them to see it.  If they are riding your horse, they must sign a release form before handling the horse.
